 Motion passed. 
 
PUBLIC COMMENTS  
Phil Schmitt of 18103 Riverside commented that the latest issue of the Birmingham-
Bloomfield Eagle includes an article entitled “The Best of Summer 2005”. Of the Reader’s 
Favorites, Beverly Park is listed as the “Favorite Local Park/Playground”. He stated that 
the Parks and Recreation Board should be proud their role in bringing about the 
accomplishments in the park.     
 
PARK CLEANUP REPORT 
Beverly Park Clean Up Chairperson Jack Harmon was not present. It was noted that this 
year’s park clean up on Saturday, May 14 went well with 96 volunteers signing in. 
Greening thanked Pasieka for sending a thank you letter to the crew at Royal Oak 
Lawncrafters for their assistance. The Board thanked Council members Koss and Taylor 
for attending and supporting the event.   
 
PAVILION PROJECT UPDATE 
Greening reported that the pavilion renovation project is moving along as projected. She 
outlined the next steps to be completed. It was mentioned that the amount of roofing 
boards that needed to be replaced was minimal, which will save money.  
 
GARDEN CLUB PICNIC TABLE DONATION 
Davis thanked the Beverly Hills Garden Club for the donation of a very nice picnic table to 
Beverly Park. She displayed a photograph of the table that will be delivered.  
 
 Motion by Wilms, second by Nelson, to recommend that the Village Council 

accept the generous gift of a picnic table for Beverly Park from the Beverly Hills 
Garden Club.

Davis reported that orders for personalized paving bricks continue to be received.   
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BEVERLY HILLS WOMAN’S CLUB GARDEN TOUR JULY 10, 2005 
The Village Woman’s Club of Beverly Hills is sponsoring its annual Village Garden Tour 
on Sunday, July 10  from 11 a.m. to 4 p.m.  Tickets will be sold at the Village office 
beginning June 20. Tickets and a map may also be purchased at Beverly Park on the day of 
the tour after 11 a.m.  
 
PARK CONCERT SERIES 
Greening noted that the July Parks and Recreation Board meeting conflicts with the 
Thursday, July 21 concert in the park. It was the consensus of the Board to meet in the 
pavilion at 6:00 p.m. on that evening prior to the 7 p.m. concert.   
 
Nagle has prepared flyers to publicize the three summer concerts. The flyers were sent out 
in the last edition of the Villager Newsletter and were distributed by Parks and Recreation 
Board members at the Memorial Day Carnival. The flyer will be distributed to specific 
locations including businesses and apartment buildings and will be published in the 
Birmingham Eagle newspaper.  
 
Nagle reviewed that the concerts will kick off on Thursday, July 7 with the Sun 
Messengers The entertainment for the July 21st concert will be Dal Bouey, a group that 
does everything from Motown to Broadway. The group scheduled for July 28th is called 
“Company of Strangers”. They play at Dick O’Dows in Birmingham and could be 
considered a combination of Celtic, Irish, and Folk. Nagle urged Board members who 
know of a good band that manages themselves to forward their name to her.  
 
RECOGNITION OF DAN NELSON 
Greening stated that tonight is Dan Nelson’s last Parks and Recreation Board meeting. She 
is sorry to lose such a valuable and enthusiastic member of the Board and invited him back 
to visit the group any time. Board members thanked Dan for all his contributions and will 
miss him.  
 
Nelson remarked that it has been fun working with everyone for almost four years. He 
made a commitment to himself that he would volunteer on the Parks and Recreation Board 
until the playground and the pavilion improvements were accomplished or underway. He 
asked not to have his term renewed in order to reduce his commitments at this time.

River Day was held on the first Saturday in June. There were about 20 people who 
volunteered to work at the Douglas Evans Nature preserve. Phil Schmitt and Stan Pasieka 
were in attendance.  
 
Pasieka informed the Board that resident Candace Hadley, who lives on Beverly Road 
across from the east entrance of the park, asked that the Board discuss her concern that 
headlights of cars exiting the park after dark can be viewed in her home. She asked that 
traffic be encouraged to use the west entrance to the park. No action was taken by the 
Board.  
 
Pasieka stated that the Beverly Hills DPW crew has suggested that consideration be given 
to installing a wood chip trail around the park pond in order to improve access to that 
muddy area. Wilms supported a wood chip walkway around the pond. Board members 
agreed that the trail would be an improvement.  
 
Pasieka will be interviewing an Eagle Scout, who is looking for a project with which to 
earn his award. A project that could be considered is removal of invasive species of plants 
at Douglas Evans nature preserve. Pasieka asked the Board for any other suggestions for 
projects that could be proposed as an Eagle Scout undertaking.  
 
The Village received an anonymous donation of $400 from a resident for the purpose of 
removing invasive species of plants in the Douglas-Evans Nature Preserve.  
 
PUBLIC COMMENTS 
Janet Mooney of 19111 Devonshire, former Parks and Recreation Board and Council 
member, commented that Dan Nelson will be missed on the Parks and Recreation Board. 
He has been a great asset to the Board. Mooney presented Dan with an autographed 
Swedish vaninna.  
 
BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS 
Wilms commented that it is exciting to see improvements taking place at the park pavilion. 
She remarked that Dan Nelson should be going out with a sense of pride for all of his 
accomplishments on the Parks and Recreation Board. He has done a great job organizing 
the Winter Family Fun Day.  
 
Wilms mentioned that many of the newly planted trees in the park are leaning and need to 
be straightened. Wilms suggested that the Public Safety Department patrol the parking lot 
in the park not only late in the evening but around dinner time in order to prevent illegal 
activity.

Greening 
stated that she would be happy to assist in the training of the young man that is working as 
part-time park attendant this summer. She will miss Dan Nelson very much.
